Dear Parent/Carer
On Wednesday 22nd July 2026, the Expressive Arts department will be taking some students to London to see Wicked at The Apollo Victoria Theatre. Wicked tells the incredible story of an unlikely but profound friendship between two young women; the blonde and very popular GLINDA and a misunderstood green girl named ELPHABA. The story has been transferred successfully to the big screen with the two Acts being released as films in 2024 and 2025, however the spectacle of the stage version is something to behold.  

The face value for the ticket for this amazing production is £95 for the seats we have been allocated, however through the schools subsidised rate, we are able to offer the total cost of the trip including ticket and return coach to London for a total cost of £62.

The trip will depart The Academy at 9am and leave London around 5.30pm.  Students’ must dress appropriately for a trip to the theatre, no ripped jeans or cropped tops etc. They are also reminded not to bring valuables with them.
They will need a packed lunch to eat before the show and money for food (to be purchased at a Services on the way home for tea). Most theatres now operate a cashless system so students should bring a card with money on if they want to purchase refreshments or souvenirs at the theatre.
Under current legislation, the school is able to ask if you would make a voluntary contribution of £62 towards the visit.  However, if the total voluntary contributions do not cover the cost of the visit, then we will not be able to proceed.  If you think that you meet the eligibility criteria to receive financial support, please contact the Finance Office on extension 65, so that eligibility can be assessed, and funding capacity considered.
Please complete the form below and ask your child to return it to the Finance Office, once you have paid the full payment of £62 on your iPay account. Payment and forms should be received no later than Friday 17th April to secure your place.
Please note: This trip is taking place on one of our usual activity days. If your child chooses to go and see this show and are given a place, they CANNOT cancel and do a different activity instead.
